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With the summer months now upon us, there are more new developments in and around the JGH than the hospital’s blooming gardens.  

With the use of dynamite now over, the JGH is moving into the next stage of work for Pavilion K. This includes changes that, despite some temporary inconvenience, will eventually allow the JGH to better serve patients from across Montreal and throughout Quebec.
The latest update focuses on Légaré Street.
Beginning in early July, Légaré between Côte Sainte-Catherine Road and Bourret Avenue will be closed to all through traffic—vehicular and pedestrian—until this fall. This will allow construction crews to start working on a tunnel beneath Légaré that will provide access to the underground parking lot associated with Pavilion K.

Patients will still be able to be picked up and dropped off at the Légaré entrance, but no parking will be permitted at or near the entrance. Cars will now be able enter and leave Légaré only at Côte Sainte-Catherine.  

To ease pressure on the Légaré entrance, visitors are encouraged to use the Côte-des-Neiges or Côte Sainte-Catherine entrances when picking up or dropping off patients.
